Book Description:

· Set in Tanzania, boy helps his mother and saves money to buy a bicycle.

Academic Objectives: 

· M2N1: Students will use multiple representation of numbers to connect symbols to quantities.
· c. Use money as a medium of exchange. Count back change and use decimal notation and the dollar and cent symbols to represent a collection of coins and currency.

Essential Question(s):  How can I exchange money for goods and services?

Vocabulary:  exchange, currency, dollar, cent, decimal notation, penny, nickel, dime, quarter, dollar

Activating Strategy:

· Students will quick write (5 minutes) about a time when they really wanted something.  What did the students do to get that item?  After they finish writing, students will share their responses.
Acquisition Lesson Activities:

· The teacher will read My Rows and Piles of Coins aloud to the students.  The students will verbally compare how they felt versus how the main character felt in the story.

· The students will play “store” with a partner.  The teacher will create a poster listing items for sale in the store (use dollar and cents notation).  The students will have to record what they would like to buy, and use addition to solve the problems.  

Extend/Refine Activities:

· The teacher may choose to give the students a budget, and tell the students that they must use their budget to purchase the most items that they can without going over the budget.
