“Definition Football”
Based on Fifth Grade English GPS ELA5R1 & ELA5W2
Equipment Needed: A football, pennies with literary definitions pinned to them and cones to designate area.  

Pre requisites: 
1. Students will need to have reviewed basic literary definitions. 
Psychomotor: Students will throw and catch the football.
Cognitive: The students will have to show understanding of basic literary definitions.
Affective: The students will give encouraging remarks to other players.

Description of Activity:

Students will be in a large designated area all with pinnies on that have a literary definition pinned to them. One student will start with the football and when the teacher calls out a definition the student with the football must throw to someone with the matching word on their team for that student to catch the ball. If their own teammate catches the ball that is one point. Student needs to throw using the proper technique with fingers down and palm up when releasing. The catch to this activity is that you will have two teams split up evenly by color and you can play offense or defense depending on who has the ball. If a pass is dropped, intercepted or thrown to the wrong definition; than the other team gets the ball. First team to 20 wins.
Organization: Split class up into 2 teams, distribute pinnies evenly, have students stay in designated area.
Modifications:  
The teacher could use a timer or add more footballs.
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
