Readability Level: 2.2

Vocabulary: Words that may need to be addressed before instruction: soccer, shin guards, coach, goalie, defense, leapfrog, high fives.

Introduction: Questions to ask before reading: 
· “Have you ever played a sport?” 
· “Did you play on a team?” 
· “How does it make you feel to be part of a team?” 
· “What do you have to do when you play with others?”

Questions During Reading:  
· “Who was the coach?” 
· “What was Froggy’s problem when he played?” 
· “What was it that his dad always had him do at practice?” 
· “Did those words help him in the game?” “How?” 
· “Do you think he will keep playing soccer?”

Follow-up activities:
· Students will write about their personal experiences of when they have played a sport or have been on a team.
· Students will reread the story with a partner. They can choose their favorite part of the story to illustrate and write about.
· The class can make a big book about different types of sports and the equipment that is needed for each sport. It will also tell the advantages of wearing the equipment as well as warming up before exercising.
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
