Book Description:  
· Pooh wants to learn to write his name and his friends from the Hundred-Acre woods try to help him.
Academic Objective:

· ELA2R1:  The student quickly applies knowledge of letter-sound correspondence and spelling patterns to decode unfamiliar words.  The student reads multisyllable words. 
Brilliant Star Objective:

· Conation/Volition:  Students will be able to set a goal for something they desire to obtain.
Readability Level:  2
Vocabulary:  again, sniffles, suggested, instrument, confused, backwards, congratulate
Introduction:  Ask the students if they ever wanted to do something and they couldn’t do it.  Ask several students why they could do it?  Ask the students if they tried and tried again. 
During Reading:  The students will track the times that Pooh tried to learn to write and who tried to help him.
Follow-up Activities:

1. Talk about how many times Pooh tried to write his name:  Did he give up?  Talk about this with the students.  Did they teach him right?  
2. The vocabulary words are multisyllable words.  The students will use prior knowledge to breakdown these words.  They will look at the prefixes, suffixes, and root words.  They will try to come up with a definition, and then have the students look up the words in the dictionary.

3. The students will write a paragraph about when they tried to do something and they couldn’t.  Have them write what they could have done to succeed and make the goal.
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
