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Objectives

a. Determine the sequence of the life cycle of common animals in your area: a mammal such as a cat or dog or classroom pet, a bird such as a chicken, an amphibian such as a frog, and an insect such as a butterfly. 

Brilliant Star Objectives

Cognitive/Thinking: Students will be able to sequence events in their proper order.
Engage
· Word splash graphic organizer will be used as an activator.  The word for the graphic organizer is “frog”.  The teacher and students will discuss the life cycle of a frog. 
Explore
The teacher will begin reading the book by completing a picture walk through the book It’s Mine.
· After completing the picture walk the teacher will begin reading aloud to the students.  

· After reading ask questions about the story
Explain
· Have students illustrate the lifecycle and write a sentence about each stage.
· Have students make connections to the text (text-to-self, text-to-text, or text-to-world). 

Evaluate

· Observation: Students will rewrite the story using their own frog.  Students will illustrate and describe each stage of the lifecycle in their book.
· Inference:  Why do frogs lay their eggs in the water?
Extend

Bring in a tadpole to observe the changes
Complete a research project on frogs.
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
