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Book description:  
Three little pigs are sent away by their mother and encounter a wolf that wants to eat them. 
Academic Objective:

Students will compare and/or order the length, height, weight, or capacity of two or more objects by using direct comparison or a nonstandard unit.

Directly compare and/or order length, height, weight, and capacity of concrete objects. 

Brilliant Star Objective:

Work/Career: Students will be able to express the importance of work ethics and using personal talents. 

Essential Question:

· Why is it important to use heavier objects when trying to make sturdy objects?
Activating Strategy

· Have pieces of straw, sticks, and bricks in the classroom. Allow students to pick each one up and compare the weight of each object. Have students write in their math journal (or on a sheet of paper) which object was the lightest and heaviest. 
Present:

1. Read The Three Little Pigs to the class. 
2. Discuss with the class how come the straw house and stick house were blown away easily, and how come the brick house was able to still stand. 
3. Have students talk with a partner about whether or not the hard work the third little pig had to do was worth it. 
Guided Practice: 
Have students divided in three groups. Each group will work at a certain station: Bricks, straws, and sticks. In groups, students will make small houses out of each object and once their house is completed, they can try and blow the house down. Students will write their predictions (will the house blow over?) and observations of each house down in their math journal. Students should include in their journal why they made their predictions. Allow each student to have an opportunity to visit each station. 

Extend/Refine Activities
1. Students will draw a picture of their “perfect” house. Students will include what objects they would use to make their house out of (wood, metal, bricks, straws, etc.) and why. 
2. Students will investigate the different types of workers that are necessary in order to build a house.
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
