Book Description:

Academic Objective:

Brilliant Star Objective:

· Moral Character: Given a story or situation in which a choice must be made between acceptable or appropriate behavior and unacceptable or inappropriate behavior, the students will be able to discern the moral dilemma, make a choice, and provide a rationale for that choice. 

Readability Level: Kindergarten through 2nd grade

Vocabulary: manners, rude, rhymes, polite, whizzed, halt
Introduction: Introduce the word “manners” to the students. Have the students create a word wall with the key word “manners.”
During Reading: Provide the students will a cause and effect graphic organizer. Explain to the students what cause an effect is with an example. Have the students determine what the cause and effect is in this book.
Follow-up Activities:

1. The students, in partners (As and Bs), will retell the story to each other hitting all the main points.
2. Have the students add more words to the word wall on manners.

3. Go over the cause and effect graphic organizer with the students. Make sure that they understand that if you have manners and are polite to people, then mostly likely they will respect you for that.
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
